What is Mondo?

Mondo is an online Collaboration and Learning Environment which is available to instructors, students, researchers and other employees at Stockholm University. Mondo is reached at http://mondo.su.se. It's aim is to facilitate collaboration and communication.

Mondo has been developed by the Centre for Learning and Teaching (UPC) and IT Services at Stockholm University. 

Mondo is Italian and means world. In this concept, such things as community, participation, communication and cooperation can be associated.

Mondo includes several functions that will make it easier for teachers and students to communicate and distribute material. Mondo simplifies the administration since it is integrated with other university systems. This means that when you add your course in Mondo, all students are fetched automatically into the system.

What do I need to start using Mondo?

All students at Stockholm University have access to a University Account, which includes various IT-services, such as communication in Mondo, data storage and IT-security. You have to activate your account before you can use it. 
There are two ways for you to do this:
· If you are a confirmed user at studera.nu (which means that you have already made use of your PIN-code from studera.nu) you can activate your account at   www.it.su.se/studentsupport. Use the same name and password used at studera.nu.

· If you are an exchange student, a student without a civic registration number or a student accepted after the normal deadline, you have to visit the Studentcentrum in the D-building, 4th floor (next to the entrance to the library). Opening hours Monday–Friday at 09.00-16.30. Remember to bring your identity card or ID papers with you!
